The Western Branch of the Canadian Psychoanalytic Society is pleased to offer the third series in a two-year program of psychoanalytic psychotherapy courses focusing on analytic process and the experience of the analytic couple in the session.  Participants are welcome to register for the whole program or for individual series that may be of interest. 

In Series I participants reviewed a wide range of theories and concepts that explore analytic process.  In Series II participants read articles on transference-countertransference and applied their understanding of the unfolding of analytic process by following one continuous case over six clinical seminars interspersed throughout the series. Series III will be presented in two parts: Part One will invite participants to learn about primitive intrapsychic processes as understood and illuminated by post-Kleinian thought; Part Two will explore enactments and related phenomena as they are used to bring to light the inner worlds of the patient and of the analyst. Details of Series III are in progress but a partial reading list is offered for the consideration of future participants.

Series IV, the final series in this offering by the Western branch will take place in September 2012 with an emphasis on clinical practice  and matters of technique as these relate to analytic process.

Required Text 

Course fee includes the required text for the first part of Series III.  Texts can be picked up in December in class or from Nancy Briones.
